On Sunday 3rd May 2026 the staff had the pleasure of welcoming back to the school premises Year 9 students as
well as non-accelerated Year 10 students.

Year 8 into Year 9

Year 8 students have the option of joining the Accelerated Programme in Year 9 which enables them to sit 5
IGCSEs at the end of Year 10 in the core subjects - English, Maths, Biology, Chemistry & Physics. Due to the
ongoing instability in the region the Academy has decided to amend its admission procedure to enable parents to
pay on a yearly basis as opposed to a single payment. Thus any parent of a Year 8 student considering the
Accelerated Programme will now pay KWD 300 in the first year with the second & final payment being made at
the start of the second year.

Term 3 School Bus

Any parent who paid for the school bus service in term 3 of the 2025 26 academic year and has decided not to
re-register their child at the Academy will be able to receive a refund totalling KWD 110 from the Finance Office.
For those parents who intend to re-register their children for the 2026 27 academic year please note that the
KWD 110 bus fee will be transferred to the 2026 27 bus account. However, If you are not intending to use the bus
service next year you need to contact the Finance Office.

Internal End of Year Examinations
By now all parents should be aware of the end of year assessment schedule for their children. To summarise:

EYFS
EYFS students will not be completing formal end of year assessments.

Years 1 & 2 (KS1)

KS1 assessments will take place online. Maths and Reading assessments will be conducted on Sunday 17th May,
with ongoing Phonics assessments taking place throughout the week. Assessment booklets will be available to
print, or collect from school. During assessments, students are expected to have their cameras switched on to
ensure assessment procedures are followed correctly. Reading and Maths assessments must be uploaded to
Google Classroom on Sunday 17th May for marking.

Years 3to 6

KS2 assessments will take place online during the scheduled assessment slots outlined in the timetable. Students
must be logged in and ready to begin no later than 8:00am each day, as assessments will start promptly. All
students are expected to have their cameras switched on throughout the assessments to support supervision and
ensure assessment procedures are followed correctly.

Once each assessment session has finished, students will return to their normal timetable lessons as outlined on
the schedule.

Please note that all KS2 students will sit their PTE and PTM assessments on Thursday 14th May 2026. These are
important assessments and online attendance is essential.
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Years 7 and 8

Students follow the Assessment schedule posted on the Google Classroom. All assessments and tasks will take
place online beginning Sunday 17th May 2026. Please note Year 7 will complete their PTE and PTM assessments
online on Sunday and/or Monday 24th and 25th May 2026.

Year 9 and 10
Students follow the Assessment schedule posted on the Google Classroom. All assessments and tasks will take
place in school on Sunday 17th May 2026.

IGCSE & IAL Update

The schedule for completing portfolios of evidence that will be marked & graded by the UK examination boards
will conclude on 24th May 2026 & a final grade be awarded. Each portfolio of evidence will determine the grade
awarded.
